Open to all fencers with valid 2017-2018 FIE License.

No fencer is allowed to take part in an official event of the FIE unless he or she is at least 13 years old on 1 January
in the year of the competition.

Entries of fencers and referees can only be made at the FIE website, www.fie.org, respecting the deadlines
specified in the FIE Rules (cf. 0.54).

Entry fee

Individual competition: EUR 30 (NOK 300).

The entry fee is paid for each national delegation by bank transfer to:

The entry fee can also be paid at registration before the start of the competition.

Prizes
Place 1. - 31% of start fee amount, place 2. - 23% of start fee amount, place 3. - 13% of start fee amount

Referee Obligation
FIE WC Satellite: each nation having more than four fencers must provide at least one referee.

Weapon control.
Masks and gloves will be checked.

Formula

The Oslo Cup 2017 World Cup Satellite competitions shall use the F.I.E. formula for junior competitions (cf. 0.35-
0.41).

Open to all veteran fencers according CEE classification (40+ and older)

Individual veteran competition: EUR 20 (NOK 200).

Formula
- Age classes: 40+, 50+, 60+, 70+. If there will be less than six fencers in the age class(-es), they will be
merged to one competition category.
- One common round of pools for all participants, DE separated after competition categories.

Open to national, club and mix teams.

Entry fee
Team competition: NOK 600 per team.
The entry fee must be paid on Saturday November 4. from 8:00 to 17:00.

Prizes
Place 1. - 40% of teams start fee amount, place 2. - 25% of teams start fee amount, place 3. - 15% of teams start
fee amount.

Referee Obligation
In some team matches, also the fencers will act as referees. We would appreciate if participating
countries and clubs contribute with referees with required competence during the competition.

Weapon control.
By referees on the pist.

Formula
Direct elimination. All places in the table will be fought for. Initial seeding - Saturday World Cup Satellite results.
